Sarah Beuning, 35, is married to John Martin and enjoys spending time with him 
and their daughter Lila (Martin), who is almost 9 months. In fact, in a perfect day 
with no financial or time constraints she says, “ I would wake up late and have a 
lazy morning spending time with John and Lila. Ideally, we would be in a really 
nice hotel and order room service for breakfast! Then, we would explore a new, 
beautiful town or city and visit a museum or gallery. In the evening we would have 
a babysitter we trust completely and go out for a wonderful dinner and then enjoy a 
play or concert or spend time chatting with friends drinking wine and eating 
chocolate. It would be capped off by getting to sleep through the whole night.”  
 
Ahh, but there is reality, to which most of us can relate on a daily basis. Sarah’s 
reality takes her to work at Tom Lange Company, Inc., a distributor of fresh fruits 
and vegetables headquartered in Springfield, where she serves as director of human 
resources and legal counsel.
